Special Use Review



1)
A request for new or expansion of existing approved mineral mining and extractive operations, shall require special use approval.

Filing of application and plans, including a site plan, aerial photograph, land use study, geological survey, reclamation plan, and all other items required by Section 5.24.4.



3)
Submitted to Township Consultants and RCOC for review of haul route.



4)
The Zoning Administrator request’s a report from the RCOC regarding traffic safety, any necessary road improvements, etc., relevant to the application

Submitted to Planning Commission

Notice to adjacent properties:

(within 5 to 15 days prior)

a. The owner of the property

b. All persons to whom any real property within 300 ft. of the premises is assessed

c. The occupants of all structures within 300 ft.  In the case of a single structure containing more than 4 dwelling units, notice shall be given to the manager or owner of the structure, who shall post the notice at the primary entrance of the structure.
